Principles of Practice 
1. I am committed to serving the emotional, physical, mental and spiritual well being of my clients. I reserve the right to recommend ending the client/healer relationship when it is clear the client is receiving any benefits.

2. I am committed to working within the realm of my expertise.  When I feel I am out of my element I will not hesitate to refer out and recommend other practitioners.

3. I am committed to continuing my own training, process work and supervision, along with my own self care and healing.

4. I am committed to maintaining appropriate and professional boundaries with my clients by not exploit my clients for any personal or professional gain.

5. I am committed to maintaining professional boundaries by not initiating or engaging in any romantic or sexual activity with any of my clients.

6. I respect and honor each individual’s personal healing journey with no age, race, gender, status, sexual orientation or any discrimination of any kind.

7. I honor and do not disclose to anyone the client’s  confidential records  unless :

a) Authorized in writing by the client.

b) As required for professional supervision sessions for the purpose of the supervision, where the client remains anonymous.

c) When disclosure is necessary to prevent danger to the client and others.

d) As required by law

e) When and if, I the practitioner am a defendant in a civil, or criminal action.
